Rules and Regulations:
1. 	The decision of the judges officiating the event and/or the governing ApRHA Board of Directors  

is final.
2. 	All rules and regulations contained in the Official Handbook of the ApHC, as well as contained in 

this premium book apply to all horses, exhibitors and owners entered in this competition.
3. 	Both the owner and exhibitor must be current members in good standing with the ApHC, NRHA 

and ApRHA, and of an ApHC regional club in order to compete at the World Championship Ap-
paloosa Show.

4. 	Entrants must meet all ownership & membership requirements and comply with all health and 
inspection regulations as stated in this premium book. A copy of the horse’s registration papers 
must accompany this entry form. Originals must be presented at the show.

5. 	All horses must be stalled. Send stall reservation card directly to the ApHC office.

Futurity Specific Rules and Regulations:
This event is compliant with NRHA rules unless otherwise stated. Judges’ and ApRHA Board of

Directors’ decisions are final. No refunds will be issued for any reason.
There will be one elimination round (run concurrently with Non-pro entries competing first) and a

clean slate finals round. Three NRHA judges will judge both rounds of competition.
Qualifying division riders will advance to the finals.
NRHA/ApHC patterns will be used and posted. Both divisions are one-handed events.
Non-Pros have the option to ride a three-year-old two handed in a snaffle-bit/
hackamore. Call Julie for further information.

ATTENTION REINERS!
STAR H riders must have earned less than $10,000 NRHA earnings, and must not have
won an ApHC National or World Championship Reining Title in the last 2 years. Open Horses must 
be 3 years old, Non-Pro and Youth horses must be 3 or 4 years old. You also must be entered in 
the Open and/or Non-Pro division.

Super Stakes Specific Rules and Regulations:
The Super Stakes will run concurrently with the ApHC Reining classes and will use the same judges.
Participants must also enter the corresponding ApHC class and abide by ApHC rules and require-
ments. 75% of entry fees will be jackpotted back.
