Stimulant, depressart, tranquilizer, locd anes-
thetic, psychotropic (mood and/or behavior
altering) substance, o drug that might affed the
performance of a horse (stimulants and /or
depressats are defined as subgancesthat stim-
ulate or depressthe cardiovascuar, respiratory
or cental nervous system), or any metabolite
and/or analogue of any suchsubstanceor drug,
except asexpressy permittedby thisrule.Drugs,
medications and pharmaceuical products are
classified for purposesof ApHC rulesin accor-
dance with the mostcurrent published edtion of
the Assaiation of Racing Commissbners Inter-
national, Inc. (ARCI) Uniform Classfication
Guidelinesfor Foreign Substances.

When Ketoprofen
(Ketofen™) is adninistered the dcse slould be accu-
rately cdculated accarding to the actual weight of
the animal. Each 24 hours, not more than 1.0 mil-
ligram per pound of body weight shauld be adminis-
tered. Fo a 1,000 pound animal, the maximum daily
doseis 1.0gram, which equals 10ccof the injecteble
(100 milligrams per milliliter). No part of a dose
shauld be administered durin g the twelve (12) hours
prior to competing.

WhenNaproxen is admin-
istered, the dos should be accurately calculated
according to theactual weight of the animal. Each 24
hours, not more than 4.0 milligrams per pound of
body weight should be administered For a 1,000
pound animal, the maximum daily dose 5 40 gams,
which equals eight 500 milligram tablets. No part of
adose shald be adninistered during the twelve (12)
hours prior to competing. Any medicated feedshould
be consimed and/or removed at least twelve (12)
hours prior to competing. The medcation shauld not
be usedfor more than five successe days.
AcetazolamideN May only be administered 1o horses
documentedthrough DNA tesing to be positive (N/H
or H/H) for HYPP (Hyperkalemic Periodic Par-
alysis).

Each 24 hours, not more
than 3 milligrams per pound of body weight should
beadministered.For a1,000-pound animal, the max-
imum daily doseis 3 grams.

LidocaineMepivicaineN (when administered within
